In the Junior School 
Council, we have been 
working with Philippa to 
help spread the word about 
recycling.  Every class has 
a bag to put used paper and 
card in and this is taken to 
the recycling bin outside of 
the school gates every 
Thursday morning by the 
class reps.    
We made posters to put in 
every classroom, which 
show the Top Ten Green 
Tips and did an assembly 
to tell the juniors about 
them.  We asked children 
and teachers to use flasks 
for their drinks and not 
plastic bottles, as this is a 
waste.   
We have also asked people 
to bring their morning

snack in Tupperware 
containers, which are then 
collected up by the class reps 
and put in a bag to take back 
to the classroom at the end of 
break time. This will help us 
not to waste paper or foil and 
make less rubbish around the 
school. 
We are doing these things to 
try and save the world by 
thinking about the things that 
we use and how we can do 
small things to help.  
 

 

1. Switch off lights, projectors, air conditioning and computers when 
they are not in use. 

2. Keep windows and doors shut in cold weather. 

3. Close windows at the end of lessons and before going home. 

4. Turn off taps when they are no longer needed. 

5. Paper should be used on both sides whenever possible.  

6. All classrooms should have a scrap paper box to put any scraps of 
paper in. When you cannot reuse old card or paper put it into the 
recycling bag. 
7. Try not to use foil and cling film to wrap up your morning snack .You 
could use a Tupperware box. 

8. Use reusable bottles or flasks for your drinks instead of individual 
cartons or cans. 

9. Don’t use plastic bags, use reusable bags and remind the teachers to 
as well. 

10.  Try hard to be careful when using paint, glue and any other art 
material to only use the amount that you need because it is very wasteful 
to throw things into the bin that can be used again.
